a. To discuss and approve the annual work plan of the Project based on the approved
annual budget in line with the Plan of Operation formed under the framework of the
Record of Discussions.

b. To review the overall progress and annual expenditures of the Project as well as the
achievements of the annual work plan mentioned above; and,

c. • To discuss and resolve major issues arising from or in connection with the Project.

A Technical Working Group (TWG) shall be created to provide technical assistance to the
lCC for the project and Counterpart Working Group (CWG) to facilitate the transfer of
technology and dissemination of technical knowledge to various DPWH implementing
offices.

This Order supersedes all previous issuances hereto and shall take effect immediately.
